Direc-
tions to Brian’s shop:
From I-65: Exit 246 (Cahaba Valley Road/Highway 119). Turn North towards Indian Springs Village (towards Hwy 280 and away
from Pelham). Go approximately 1.5 miles. As soon as you pass the flagpole and Indian Springs Village Town Hall on your left,
turn left into Cahaba Oaks subdivision.
From Highway 280: Highway 119 South (towards Pelham). Go approximately 7 miles. After you pass the Marathon gas station on
your right, take the SECOND right into Cahaba Oaks Subdivision.
From Caldwell Mill Road/County Road 29: Take Caldwell Mill south until it ends at Highway 119. Turn right. Go 1 mile and after
you pass the Marathon gas station on your right, take the SECOND right into Cahaba Oaks subdivision.
Once in the subdivision, | am at the top of the hill on the right - 240 Cahaba Oaks Trail. The shop is on the left driveway. There is
plenty of parking in the driveways and on the street.
